How to open your account at HIRAKU-PF? 

 
1. Access the HIRAKU HP（http://home.hiroshima-u.ac.jp/hiraku). 

2. Click the “HIRAKU-PF” icon at the right side of the screen. 

3. Click “Create a new account from here” and enter your e-mail address 

which contains domain of your organization. (*See below) 

4. Check your mail box to find the “HIRAKU-PF Account Registration” notice.  

Click (or copy and paste) the URL in the notice. 

5. Enter your basic profile information in the Account Registration page. 

6. Read and tick the check box next to “Agree to the Terms of Service” and 

click “Save” button at the bottom. 

7. Now you can log into HIRAKU-PF（https://hiraku.hiroshima-u.ac.jp/) with 

your e-mail address and password registered in the above step #3 and 5.
